Because part of these lots are within the flood plain we will need to contact our insurance carrier, conduct sufficient survey to establish true elevations, and if found suitable to build. This location may require that we construct a pier and beam foundation.  Anne motioned to have Greg approach the city to pursue the lots at 1K each contingent that all zoning issues are resolved. John 2nd, all approved.
